When you approach the college, follow the ‘Event’ signs (see appendix 2) to the college, where marshals will direct you to the car park. 
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Registration

The event centre will open at 7:30am on the day of the Hill Climb, as there are other cycling events and entertainment throughout the day.

 Registration for the Hill Climb will be open between 1:00pm -1:45pm. On arrival report to registration (within the College’s sports hall) to collect your registration pack and bike number.
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Getting ready
Once you have registered you can get yourself and your bike ready to ride. Please remember to take the following items with you:
Helmets
Please note: helmets are mandatory.
Spares & repairs
You should be carrying basic tools, inner tubes and a pump to fix punctures or mechanical problems you may experience. Wiggle will also be offering mechanical support if needed prior to the start. This support should not be relied on to fix existing problems with your bike, but to help resolve any problems that have occurred on the way to the event.

Once you are ready to ride, go to the start line.

Starting
After signing on, riders should make their way to the start line in plenty of time for their allocated start time.   (Approx 10 minutes ride, see  Appendix 1). 

Riders must not warm up on the course after the event has started, you will obstruct other competitors.   Get there early if you want a practice ride. 

Competitors will be started at 1 minute intervals.   Rider number 1 starts at 14:01; number 2 starts at 14:02; .........etc. 

While waiting to be called to the line please ensure that you keep the road clear and avoid obstructing normal traffic. 

You will be called to the line as soon as the previous competitor has started his ride.   You will be supported by the 'pusher-off' so that you can clip in to your pedals and will be given a 30 second count down followed by a gentle push start, then it's up to you. 

At the finish
The finish line will be marked by a black & white chequer board and the time-keepers car. 

After crossing the finish line you should continue to a point where it is safe to turn round, roll back down the hill and return to HQ.   (Please do not stop to ask the time keepers for your time, they will not be able to tell you at that time). 

If you decide to stand at the side of the course to watch, please avoid obstructing other competitors or normal traffic or the view of the time-keepers. 

Return to HQ and hand in your rider number to the signing on desk. 

Times will be posted on the results board in the Sports Hall, as they begin to arrive. 

Prize presentation is expected to be around 3.00pm.
Refreshments


Free Tea and Coffee is available in the Sports hall after the event. A selection of cakes and savoury snacks will be on sale as well. There nothing better than having a cup of tea and a big piece of Farmhouse baked cake when you finish!  Please see Appendix 3 for more information on other food and entertainment that will be on offer during the Festival.
